I1. Leslie tells her friends at school that she lost her cell phone at the basketball game that afternoon.
“If you find it, call or text me.” What is the paradox?

If the cell phone is lost, then Leslie could not receive a text or call that it had been

found. If she receives a text or call, then her cell phone is not lost.
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
